CHAPTER 7

IS THE JEWISH MESSIAH G-D?

Over the past 2,000 years, there has been a majavsion between thehouse of
Judah (Judaism) and thehouse of Israel(Christianity) about who is the Jewish
Messiah(Mashiach). Furthermore, there has also been a major disagregent
between the two houses of Israel over whether the@ish MessiahMashiach)is just
an earthly man who is anointed by the G-d of Israehnd fulfills the expected
functions of his office of ministry or whether theJewish Messiah(Mashiach)is the
G-d of Israel manifested in the flesh.

In the last chapter, we learned that the Jewish Mesah (Mashiach)
YeshuaJesus was born a Jew, lived a Jew and died a Jelw.this chapter, using
Scriptures from the TeNaKh (Old Testament) and theBrit Hadashah (New
Testament) along with Rabbinic and other Jewish lgrature, we will examine the
issue of whether the Jewish MessiafMashiach) YeshudJesus is the G-d of Israel
manifested in the flesh. We will learn that the ente Bible along with selected
Rabbinic and other Jewish literature teaches us thahe Jewish Messial(Mashiach)
YeshuaJesus is the G-d of Israe{YHVH) manifested in the flesh.

Furthermore, we will cross-reference Rabbinic and ther Jewish literature with
Scripture passages from thérit Hadashah (New Testament) to further clarify that
the WORD OF YHVH as mentioned in Jewish literatureis the Jewish Messiah
(Mashiach) YeshudJesus. Once théouse of Judah(Judaism) and thehouse of Israel
(Christianity) recognize that YeshuaJesus is the G-d of Israe{YHVH) manifested in
the flesh and is the promised Jewish MessigMashiach), full restoration can come
to both houses of Israel.

THE G-D OF ISRAEL IS YHVH

The G-d of Israel isYHVH. YHVH is also known as thetetragrammaton In
respect to the holiness of the name of the G-d ddrbel (YHVH), the house of Judah
(Judaism) refers toYHVH asAdonai. In English, we pronounce the name of G-d
(YHVH) as Jehovah. In our English BiblesYHVH is mostly translated as LORD. In
respect to the holiness and the sanctity of the naaof the G-d of Israel, when
referring to the G-d of Israel in written form, the house of Judah(Judaism) will
write the name of God as G-d rather than God and wte L-rd rather than Lord.



THE G-D OF ISRAEL
AND THE JEWISH MESSIAH ARE ECHAD

To the house of Judah(Judaism), the most important verse in the Torahg
found in Deuteronomy (Devarim) 6:4. This scripture passage is known as tHghema.
In Hebrew, this verse reads transliterated into Enfish as:

"Shema Yisrae¥HVH EloheynuYHVH Echad"

In mystical Jewish literature, it is explained thatthis verse declares that the G-d
of Israel is YHVH and is a COMPOUND UNITY. In the (Zohar, Volume 2, page 43)
it is written:

"The prescribed daily form of prayer (a confessionof the unity of the
Godhead), has for its object, that you shall knowrad comprehend it. We
have said in many places that this daily form of payer is one of those
passages concerning the unity, which is taught imé Scriptures. In
Deuteronomy 6:4, we read first YHVH, then ELOHEYNU and again YHVH,
which together make one unity. But how can three nmaes be one? Are they
truly one because we call them one? How three carlone can only be known
through the revelation of the Holy Spirit, and, infact, with closed eyes. This
is also the mystery of the voice. The voice is hebonly as one sound, yet it
consists of three substances, fire, wind, and watdout all three are one, as
indicated through the mystery of the voice. Thus a YHVH; ELOHEYNU;
YHVH but one unity, three substantive beings whichare one; and this is
indicated by the voice which a person uses in readj the words, "Hear, O
Israel," thereby comprehending with the understanding the most perfect
unity of EYN SOF (the boundless one); because aliree are read with one
voice, which indicates a trinity. And this is the aily confession of faith of the
unity, which is revealed by the Holy Spirit in a mytery. Although there are
SO many persons united in the unity, yet each pemsos a true-one; what one
does, the other does.” 1

The Jewish Messiali{Mashiach) YeshudJesus confirmed the above belief as
written in the Zohar that He is a compound unity with the limitless on€Eyn Sof) as
taught in the Shema In John (Yochanan)10:30 it is written:

"1 and my Father[Eyn Sof] are one[Echad].”

In John (Yochanan)17:11, 21-23 it is written:
" And now | am no more in the world, but these aretlme world, and | come to
thee. Holy Father, keep through thine own name tleoshom thou hast given

me, thatthey may be one, as we are. That they all may b@ne; as thou,
Father, are in mg and| in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world



may believe that thou hast sent me. And the glothjck thou gavest me | have
given them; that they may be opeven as we are ond in them, and thou in
me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that therld may know that
thou hast sent me, and hast loved them as thou hastd me'

THE WORD OF YHVH IS THE JEWISH MESSIAH

The Targumim are a Jewish commentary on the Scripture passagesthe
Torah and the Prophets. TheTargumimwere considered to be authoritative
Aramaic paraphrases of the books of th&eNaKhin the first century and were read
in the synagogues along with the Hebrew of the Toheand Haftorah readings. 2

In various Scripture passages in the Torah and th€rophets, theTargumim
interpret YHVH as being the WORD OF YHVH. In some d these Scripture
passages, it is explained that various individualsusted (emunah)in the WORD OF
YHVH and prayed in the name of the WORD OF YHVH. The Word of YHVH is
also seen as being the Creator, the covenant makand the mediator between the G-
d of Israel and mankind. Furthermore, Israel and the house of Jacolare also seen
being saved by the Word of YHVH. In Jewish mysticaivritings, the Word of
YHVH is known as Metatron who is explained to be th&on of Yah

In the Brit Hadashah(New Testament), the Jewish MessiatMashiach)
YeshudJesus is seen riding on a white horse, known asethVord of G-d (YHVH)
and is the King of kings and the L-rd of lords. InRevelation 19:11, 13, 16 itis
written:

"And | saw heaven opened, and behold a white hoesg] he that sat upon him
was called Faithful and True ... and his name is catl theWORD of GOD
[YHVH] ... and on his thigh a name writterKING OF KINGS , and LORD

OF LORDS."

We will now examine some of th&argumim which speak of the WORD OF
YHVH being YHVH.

ABRAHAM AND JACOB TRUSTED
IN THE WORD OF YHVH

Abraham (Avraham)trusted in the WORD OF YHVH. According to Targum
Onkelos,Genesis 15:6 it is written:



" And Abraham trustedemunah] in the WORD OF YHVH , and He counted it
to him for righteousnes$ (Targum OnkelosGenesis 15:6) 3

According to the Brit Hadashah(New Testament), the WORD OF YHVH that
Abraham (Avraham)trusted in was the Jewish MessiafMashiach)YeshuadJesus. In
Galatians 3:7-9, 14 it is written:

" Know ye therefore that they which are of faith, tlsame are the children of
Abraham. And the Scripture, foreseeing that God vidyustify the heathen
through faith [emunah), preached before the gospel unto Abraham, saying,
thee shall all nations be blessed. So then theyahlbe offaith [emunah] are
blessed with faithful Abraham ... That thblessing of Abrahammight come on
the Gentileghrough Jesus Christ that we mightreceive the promiseof the
Spirit through faith [emunah].”

According to Targum OnkelosGenesis 28:20-21, JacofYa’acov)trusted in the
WORD OF YHVH and the WORD OF YHVH was His G-d as itis written:

" And Jacob vowed a vow, saying, If tN\éORD OF YHVH will be my support,
and will keep me in the way that | go, and will gime bread to eat, and raiment
to put on, so that | come again to my father’'s haum peace; then shall the
WORD OF YHVH be myGOD." (Targum OnkelosGenesis 28:20-21) 4

According to the Targum of Psalm 62, King David urged Israel to trust in he
WORD OF YAH at all times. In Psalm (Tehillim) 62:9 (Jewish version) it is written:

"Trust in theWORD OF YAH at all times, O people of the house of Israel!

Pour out before Him the sighings of your heart; Sa§od is our trust forevel
(Targum,Psalm 62:9) 5

ABRAHAM PRAYED IN THE NAME OF YHVH

According to the Jerusalem Targunmof Genesis 22:14, Abraham PRAYED in the
NAME of the WORD OF YHVH as it is written:

" And Abraham worshipped angrayed in the name ofthe WORD OF YHVH,
and said, You are YHVH who does see, but You carbmseeri (Jerusalem
Targum Genesis 22:14%

In the Brit Hadashah(New Testament), the Jewish MessiatMashiach) Yeshua/
Jesus instructed His followers to pray to G-d the &ther [Eyn Sof] in His name. In
John (Yochanan)15:16 it is written:

"... whatsoever ye shaéisk of the Father in my namehe may give it you!



THE WORD OF YHVH IS THE CREATOR

According to the Targumim, the WORD OF YHVH is the Creator. According to
Targum JonathanGenesis 1:27 it is written:

" And theWORD OF YHVH created man in his likeness, in the likeness of
YHVH, YHVH created, male and female created He thgMargum Jonathan,
Genesis 1:27) 7

In Exodus (Shemot)3:13-15, the G-d of Israel revealed to the childreof Israel
that His name is YHVH as it is written:

" And Moses said unto God, Behold, when | come urite thildren of Israel,

and shall say unto them, The God of your fathersth&ent me unto you; and
they shall say to m@Vhat is his name?What shall | say unto them? AnGod
saidunto Moses| AM THAT | AM : and he said, Thus shalt thou say unto the
children of Israel | AM hath sent me unto you. And God said moreover unto
Moses, Thus shalt thou say unto the children ofésd, the Lord God of your
fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, athé God of Jacob, hath sent
me unto you this is my name forever and this is my memorial unto all
generations'

In the Jerusalem Targunto Exodus(Shemot)3:14 it is written:

" And theWORD OF YHVH said to Moses: ‘Il am He who said unto the world,
‘Be!’ and it was: and who in the future shall saytit ‘Be!” and it shall be.” And
He said, ‘Thus you shall say to the children of kl: ‘Il AM’ has sent me unto
you." (Jerusalem TargumExodus 3:14) 8

YHVH MEANS TO ETERNALLY EXIST

The name of the G-d of Israel (YHVH) means in Hebre "to eternally exist.” In
the Gesenius’s Hebrew-Chaldee Lexicon to the Old Testaimby H.W.F. Gesenius,
printed by Baker Book House Company, on page 337 itne explanation of the
phrase "Il AM THAT | AM," in Exodus (Shemot)3:14, Gesenius writes:

"To this origin, allusion is made Exodus 3:14; (othe Hebrew), ‘I (ever) shall
be (the same) that | am (today)’; compare Apoc 1:8; the name YHVH being
derived from the (Hebrew) verb HVH (which means) tobe, was considered
to signify God as eternal and immutable, who will Bver be other than the
same."



Therefore, the name of the G-d of Israel (YHVH) fuly translated into English
expresses that G-d is eternal and immutable and th&lis name means;'| (ever)
shall be (the same) that | am (today)lh other words, the name of the G-d of Israel
(YHVH) means that He eternally exists and that Hes the same yesterday, today
and forever. This is the name of the Jewish MessigMashiach)YeshudJesus in
Hebrews 13:8 as it is written:

" Jesus Chrisi(Yeshua HaMashiach)}he same yesterday, and today, and
forever."

The Jewish Messial{Mashiach)YeshuadJesus confirmed the words of the
Jerusalem Targumto Exodus 3:14 when He declared to the Jews thatigstioned
Him that He was the | AM (YHVH) spoken of in Exodus(Shemot)3:14.

In John (Yochanan)8:56-58 it is written:

"Your father Abraham rejoiced to see my day: anddew it, and was glad.
Then said the Jews unto him, Thou art not yet fifggars old, and hast thou
seen AbrahamJesus said unto themVerily, verily, | say unto you, Before
Abraham wagsl am."

THE MESSIAH IS THE | AM (YHVH)
OF THE G-D OF ISRAEL

The Jewish Messial{Mashiach) YeshudJesus referred to Himself many times
as | AM in the following scripture passages:

| AM the bread of life (John 6:35).

I AM the light of the world (John 8:12).

I AM the door (John 10:9).

| AM the good shepherd (John 10:11).

| AM the resurrection and the life (John 11:25).
| AM the way, truth and the life (John 14:6).

I AM the true vine (John 15:1).

In the Targum to Psalm(Tehillim) 33:6 we are told that the WORD OF YHVH
was the Creator as it is written:

"By theWORD OF YHVH were the heavens made, and all the hosts of them
by the Spirit of His moutk'

The Brit Hadashah (New Testament) confirms what was written in the
Targumim that the Word of YHVH is the Creator. However, in the Brit Hadashah



(New Testament), the WORD OF YHVH is known as the&wish Messiah
(Mashiach) YeshudJesus. In Colossians 1:15-17 it is written:

" [Jesus]Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstimoof every creature:
For by him were all things created that are in heaven, and that are in earth,
visible and invisible, whether they be thrones,dmminions, or principalities, or
powers: all things were created by him, and for hidnd he is before all things,
and by him all things consist”

THE WORD OF YHVH IS THE COVENANT
MAKER

According to Targum Onkeloshe WORD OF YHVH made the Noahide
Covenant in Genesis 9:17 as it is written:

"And YHVH said to Noah, ‘This is the token of the covenarttieh | have
established betweedY WORD and between all flesh that is upon the earth
(Targum OnkelosGenesis 9:17) 9

Also according toTargum Onkelos it was the WORD OF YHVH who made the
covenant with Abraham in Genesis 17:7 as it is witién:

" And | will establish my covenant betwedfY WORD and between you."
(Targum OnkelosGenesis 17:7) 10

The Brit Hadashah (New Testament) confirms what was written infargum
Onkelosthat the WORD OF YHVH made a covenant with Abraham(Avraham).
However, in theBrit Hadashah(New Testament), the WORD OF YHVH is known
as the Jewish MessialMashiach) YeshudJesus. In Galatians 3:16 it is written:

"Now toAbraham and his seedwvere thepromises[Covenant] made He saith
not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, Amdhy seegdwhich is Christ."

THE WORD OF YHVH IS METATRON

According to the BabylonianTalmud in Sanhedrin 38h another name for the
WORD OF YHVH is Metatronas it is written:

"Once a Min [Nazarene] said to R. Idith: It is written: And unto Moses He
[YHVH] said, ‘Come up unto YHVH...” [Exodus 24:1] But surely it should
have stated: ... ‘Come up unto Me!’ It was METATRON [who was speaking]



he replied, ‘Whose name is similar to that of his Mster, for it is written: For
my name is in him.’ [Exodus 23:21]" Babylonian Talmud,Sanhedrin 38b) 11

According to the writings of Jewish mysticismMetatronis the"Middle Pillar of
the Godhead"and this"Middle Pillar" is the"Son of Yah" as it is written:

"The Middle Pillar [of the Godhead] is Metatron, who has accomplished
peace above, according to the glorious state thet€.Zohar, Volume 3, Ra’aya
Mehaimna, page 227, Amsterdam Edition)

"Better is a neighbor that is near, than a brotherfar off. This neighbor is the
Middle Pillar in the Godhead, which is the Son of dh." (Zohar, Volume 2,
Ra’aya Mehaimnapage 115, Amsterdam Edition) 12

The Brit Hadashah(New Testament) confirms what was written in theZohar
that the WORD OF YHVH otherwise known asMetatronis the Middle Pillar of the
Godhead and the Son of Yah. However, in thBrit Hadashah(New Testament), the
WORD OF YHVH otherwise known asMetatron and the Son of Yah is the Jewish
Messiah Mashiach) YeshudJesus. In Colossians 1:15, 19, 2:6, 9 it is writie

" [Jesus]Who is the image of the invisible God ... For it plead the Father that
in him should all fullness dwell ... As ye have théoee receivedChrist Jesus
the Lord, so walk ye in him ... For in hindwelleth all the fullness of the
Godhead bodily."

THE WORD OF YHVH IS THE FIRST BEGOTTEN
OF ALL THE CREATURES OF G-D

According to the writings of Jewish mysticism, theVORD OF YHVH is not
only Metatron and the Son of Yah but He is also th#irst begotten of all the
creatures of God"as it is written:

"And Abraham said to his oldest servant of his hous ... [Genesis 24:2] Who
is this of whom it said ‘his servant?’ In what sens must this be understood?
Who is this servant? R. Nehori answered: ‘It is imo other sense to be
understood than expressed in the word, ‘His servaritHis servant, the
servant of God, the chief in His service. And whasihe? Metratron, as said,
His is appointed to glorify the bodies which are irthe grave. This is the
meaning of the words, ‘Abraham said to His servantthat is to the servant of
God. The servant is Metatron, the eldest of His [YNH’s] House, who is the
first-begotten of all creatures of God, who is theuler of all He has; because
God has committed to Him the government over all Hi hosts.” Zohar,
Genesis; Midrash HaNe’elamPage 126, Amsterdam Edition) 13



The Brit Hadashah (New Testament) confirms what was written in theZohar
that the WORD OF YHVH otherwise known asMetatron is the first begotten of all
the creatures of G-d. However, in tharit Hadashah(New Testament), the WORD
OF YHVH otherwise known as the first begotten of dlthe creatures of G-d is the
Jewish Messiah(Mashiach)YeshudJesus. In John(Yochanan)l1:1, 14, 3:16 it is
written:

"In the beginning was the Worfof YHVH] , and the Wordof YHVH] was
with God, and the Wordof YHVH] was Goda compound unity with Eyn

Sof] ... And the Word[of YHVH] was made flesh and dwgghakan] among
us (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of thdyoffirst] begotten of the
Father)... For God so loved the world that he gaves lanly[first] begotten Son
[the Son of Yah]that whosoever believeth in him should not periglut have
everlasting life"

In I John (Yochanan)5:1, Revelation 1:5, 7 it is written:

"Whosoever believeth thdesusis the Christ is born of God: and every one
that loveth him that begat loveth him also that[fast] begottenof him ... And
from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, atlde first begotten of the dead
... Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye tbak him, and they also
which pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth alhwail because of him
[Zechariah 12:10,12 —Babylonian Talmud,Sukkot 52a] Even so, Amert

THE WORD OF YHVH IS THE WAY TO THE TREE
OF LIFE AND THE HEAVENLY CITY OF
JERUSALEM

According to the writings of Jewish mysticism, theVORD OF YHVH is not
only Metatron, the Son of Yah and the first begotten of all thereatures of God but
He is also the way to the tree of life and the heanly city of Jerusalem.

"To keep the way of the tree of life. [Genesis 3:24Vho is the way to the tree
of life? It is the great Metatron, for he is the wa to that great tree, to that
mighty tree of life. Thus it is written, ‘The Angel of God, which went before
the camp of Israel, removed and went behind them[Exodus 14:19] And
Metatron is called the Angel of God. Come and sethus says R. Simeon. The
holy One, blessed Be He, has prepared for Himselfreoly Temple above in
the heavens, a holy city, a city in the heavens, édgalled it Jerusalem, the
holy city..." (Zohar, Volume 2, Exoduspage 51, Amsterdam Edition) 14

The Brit Hadashah(New Testament) confirms what was written in theZohar
that the WORD OF YHVH otherwise known asMetatronis the way to the tree of



life and the heavenly city of Jerusalem. Howevernithe Brit Hadashah (New
Testament), the WORD OF YHVH otherwise known as thevay to the tree of life
and the heavenly city of Jerusalem is the Jewish Meiah(Mashiach)YeshudJesus.
In Revelation 21:10, 22:12, 14 it is written:

" And he carried me away in the spirit to a great ahijh mountain, and
showed me that great cityhe holy Jerusalem descending out of heaven from
God ... And, behold, [Yeshua/Jesusktome quickly; and my reward is with me,
to give every man according as his work shall beBlessed are they that do his
commandments, that they may have right to thee of life and mayenter in
through the gates of the city’

THE WORD OF YHVH IS THE ONLY MEDIATOR
BETWEEN G-D AND MAN

According to the writings of Jewish mysticism, theVORD OF YHVH is not
only Metatron, the Son of Yah, first begotten of all the creature of God, the way to
the tree of life and the heavenly Jerusalem but His also the only mediator between
the G-d of Israel and man as it is written:

"...Every petition sent to the King must be through Metatron. Every
message and petition from here below, must first gm Metatron, and from
thence to the king. Metatron is the Mediator of allthat comes from heaven
down to the earth, or from the earth up to heavenAnd because he is the
mediator of all, it is written ‘And the Angel of God, which went before the
camp of Israel, removed,; that is, before Israel whih is above. [Exodus 14:19]
This Angel of God is the same of whom it is written’And YHVH went before
them...” [Exodus 13:21] to go by day and by night athe ancients have
expounded it. Whoever will speak to me [says Godhall not be able to do so,
till he has made it known to Metatron, thus the hof One, blessed be He, on
account of the great love to and mercy with which E has over the Assembly
of Israel, commits her [the Assembly] to Metratrons care. What shall | do
Him [Metatron]? | will commit my Whole house into His hand, etc.
Henceforth be you a Keeper As it is written, ‘The Keper of Israel’ [Psalm
121:4]" (Zohar, Volume 2, Exoduspage 51, Amsterdam Edition) 15

The Brit Hadashah(New Testament) confirms what was written in theZohar
that the WORD OF YHVH otherwise known asMetatron is the only mediator
between the G-d of Israel and mankind. However, ithe Brit Hadashah (New
Testament), the WORD OF YHVH otherwise known as the@nly mediator between
the G-d of Israel and mankind is the Jewish MessiafMashiach)YeshudJesus. In |
Timothy 2:5 and Hebrews 9:15 it is written:



" For there is one God, andne mediator between God and men, the man
Christ Jesus... And for this cause he is the mediator of the newtsment, that
by means of death, for the redemption of the trareggions that were under the
first [original] testament, they which are called might receive gremise of
eternal inheritance”

THE WORD OF YHVH IS THE SAVIOR AND
SALVATION
OF THE HOUSE OF JACOB

According to the Targumim, the WORD OF YHVH is the Savior and Salvation
of the house of Jacolas it is written:

" Our father Jacob said: My soul does not wait forlgation such as that
wrought by Gideon, the son of Joash, for that was bemporal; neither for a
salvation like that of Samson, which was only tratesy; but for that
SALVATION which you have promised to co;iBHROUGH YOUR WORD
unto Your people, the children of Israel; for yowgalvation my soul hopes.
(Targum Jonathan,Genesis 49:18) 16

" But Israel shall be saved by thORD OF YHVH with an everlasting
salvation ... By thaNORD OF YHVH shall all the seed of Israel be justified
..." (Targum Jonathan,lsaiah 45:17, 25) 17

" But | will have mercy upon the house of Judah, ahavill save them by the
WORD OF YHVH, their God" (Targum Jonathan,Hosea 1:7) 18

Many Scripture passages in th8eNaKh (Old Testament) and theBrit
Hadashah(New Testament) confirms what was written in théfargumim that the
WORD OF YHVH is both the Savior and the Salvation 6the G-d of Israel for the
entire house of Jacol{Judaism and Christianity).

THE G-D OF ISRAEL IS OUR SAVIOR

The Jewish Scriptures TeNaKh) teach us that the G-d of Israel ALONE is our
salvation. In Isaiah (Yeshayahy 43:1, 3, 11 it is written:

" But now thus saith the Lord that created thee, Ocd® [house of Israel and
house of Judah]and he that formed thee, O Israel, Fear not: folhkave
redeemed thee, | have called thee by thy name; tadumine ... For | am the



Lord [YHVH] thy God[Elohim], the Holy One of Israelthy Savior [Yeshua]
... I, even |, am theLord [YHVH]; andbeside me there is no savict

In Isaiah (Yeshayahu}5:21-22 it is written:

"Tell ye, and bring them near; yea, let them takeuosel together: who hath
declared this from ancient time? who hath told roim that time? havenot | the
Lord? And there is no God else beside me; a just God ai&hvior; there is
none beside melLook unto me, and be ye saved, all the ends oféhgh: for |
am God, and there is none elSe

In Isaiah (Yeshayahu)3:7-8, it is written:

"1 will mention thelovingkindnesses of the Lordand the praises of the Lord,
according to all that the Lord hath bestowed on @as\d the great goodness
toward the house of Israel, which he hath bestowsdthem according to his
mercies, and according to the multitude of his lagkindnesses. For he said,
Surely they are my people ... be was their Savior

In Hosea(Hoshea)13:4, it is written:

"Yet | amthe Lord thy God from the land of Egypt, and thou shalt know no
god but me: forthere is no savior beside mé

In Luke 1:46-47, it is written:

The Hebrew word for the English word Jesus i¥eshual It is related to the
Hebrew word Yasha As we studied in the last chapter, the Hebrew naenof the
Jewish Messiah(Mashiach), Yeshua communicates to us in Hebrew thought that He
is the Savior of both thehouse of Judah(Judaism) and thehouse of Israel
(Christianity).



The Jewish Messial{Mashiach)YeshudJesus is the Savior of the G-d of Israel
for the house of Jacobln Luke 2:10-11, it is written:

" And the angel said unto them, Fear not: for, beholdoring you good tidings
of great joy, which shall be to all people. For umyou is born this day in the

The way that you would express the phrase first anthe last using the Hebrew
alphabet is with the Hebrew lettersAlef and Tav. Alef is the first letter in the
Hebrew alphabet andTav is the last letter in the Hebrew alphabet. The fist and last
letters in the Greek alphabet areAlpha and Omegarespectively.

THE MESSIAH WILL SET HIS FEET UPON
THE MOUNT OF OLIVES

In traditional Judaism and in Rabbinic literature, the mount of Olives is called
the mountain of the MessiahMashiach) After the Jewish Messiah(Mashiach)
YeshudJesus was resurrected, He left the earth to returto Heaven(Olam Haba)to
sit at the right hand of the Father from the Mountof Olives. In Acts 1:9-12 it is
written:

" And when he had spoken these things, while theydddihe [Jesus]was taken
up; and a cloud received him out of their sight. And idthey looked
steadfastly toward heaven as he went up, behold, twen stood by them in
white apparel; Which also said, Ye men of Galilegyy stand ye gazing up into
heaven?his same Jesuswhich is taken up from you into heaveshall so
come in like manneras ye have seen him go into heaven. Then returriea/t
unto Jerusalenfrom the mount called Olivet [Olives], which is from
Jerusalem a sabbath day’s journgy

When the Jewish MessialfMashiach) YeshudJesus returns at His second
coming as the Kingly Messial{Messiah ben David)He will set His feet upon the
mount of Olives. In Zechariah 14:3-4, 9 it is writen:

"Then shall theLord go forth ... andhis feet shall stand in that day upon the
mount of Olives... and the Lord shall b&ing over all the earth: in that day
shall there be one Lord, and his name ohe.

The person’s feet who stands upon the mount of Okes in Zechariah 14:4 is the
L-rd in Zechariah 14:3. The word translated as LORDiIn Zechariah 14:3 is the



Hebrew word YHVH. The feet of YHVH will stand upon the mount of Olives. This
is the feet of the Jewish MessiafMashiach) YeshudJesus (Acts 1:9-12).

THE MESSIAH IS KING OF KINGS
AND L-RD OF LORDS

There is an ancient Jewish prayer known as thaleinu which is prayed
regularly in Jewish synagogue services around theasld. The Aleinu prayer is an
affirmation that the G-d of Israel is King over all the earth. In reciting this prayer,
Isaiah (Yeshayahu)}5:23 is quoted as it is written:

"... That unto me every knee shall bow, every tonguellshaear."

In the preceding verse in Isaial(Yeshayahu)}5:22, it tells us that the one to
whom every knee shall bow, and every tongue shalvsar is the G-d of Israel as it is
written:

"Look unto me, and be ye savedll the ends of the earth: foram God, and
there is none else."

Every knee will bow to the Jewish MessialiMashiach)YeshudJesus, the Kingly
Messiah(Messiah ben David)In Philippians 2:5-11 it is written:

" Let this mind be in you, which was also @hrist Jesus: Who, being in the
form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal wih God: But made himself
of no reputation, and took upon him the form of &ant, and was made in the
likeness of men: And being found in fashion as a maée humbled himself,

and became obedient unto death, even the deathefcross. Wherefor&od
also hath highly exalted him and given him a name which is above every
name: Thatat the name of Jesus every knee should bouf things in heaven,
and things in earth, and things under the earth: Athatevery tongue should
confess that Jesus Christ is Lorgto the glory of God the Fathe't

The Jewish Messial{Mashiach)YeshudJesus is the King of kings and the L-rd
of lords.

THE MESSIAH AS YHVH IN THE TALMUD

In the days that the G-d of Israel restores théouse of Judah(Judaism) with the
house of Israel(Christianity), the house of Judah(Judaism) will mourn and weep
for the Jewish MessianMashiach) YeshudJesus whom they have pierced. In
Zechariah 12:9-10 it is written:

" And it shall come to pass in that day, that | waléek to destroy all the nations
that come against Jerusalem. And | will pour upohe house of David, and
upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit ofagre and of supplications: and
they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, artttey shall mourn for
him, as one mourneth for his only son, and shall behitterness for himas

one that is in bitterness for his firstborn"

When the Jewish MessialfMashiach) YeshudJesus returns at His second
coming as the Kingly Messiah known adessiah ben Davidthe Babylonian Talmud
explains in Sukkot 52athat they will mourn because of the slaying of theuffering
Messiah known agViessiah be Yosedds it is written:

"What is the cause of the mourning [of Zechariah 12.2] ... it is well
according to him who explains that the cause is th&aying of Messiah the
son of Josephsince that well agrees with the scripture versé And they shall
look upon Me whom they have pierced, and they shadiurn for him as one
mourns for his only sor [Zechariah 12:10]" (Babylonian Talmud,Sukkot
52a) 26

While the Babylonian Talmud in Sukkot52a does not recognize that the one
being slain is the Jewish MessiafMashiach) YeshudJesus, the one who is said to be
slain in Zechariah 12:10 in the Hebrew text is YHVHwhen read in the context of
Zechariah 12:7-12.Sukkot 52ain the Talmud interprets YHVH in Zechariah 12:7-12
as the suffering Messiah known adlessiah ben Yosef

In Isaiah (Yeshayahu)8:13-14 it is written:

" Sanctify theLord [YHVH] of hosts ... And hgYHVH] shall be a sanctuary;
but for a stone of stumbling and for a rock of offiee toboth the houses of
Israel..."

While the text in Israel 8:13-14 speaks of YHVH beig a sanctuary and a stone
of stumbling to both houses of Israel, the Babyloan Talmud in Sanhedrin38a
interprets YHVH in these verses to be the Messiahsdt is written:



"The son of David[the Messiah] cannot appear ere the two ruling Hoses of
Israel shall have come to an end ... And he [MessiatiHVH] will become a
sanctuary, but to both the houses of Israel." ( Babylonian Talmud,
Sanhedrin 38a) 27

WHOM DO MEN SAY THAT THE MESSIAH IS?

Historically, the house of Judah(Judaism) and thehouse of Israel(Christianity)
have had a difference of viewpoint regarding who ithe Jewish Messiah
(Mashiach)? Is the Jewish MessialfMashiach) YeshudJesus or should we expect
another? Whom do the people of the earth say thahe Messiah(Mashiach)is? This
is the question that every person on the earth mustsk and answer for himself
including the house of Judah(Judaism) and thehouse of IsraelChristianity). This
is the question that the Jewish MessiafMashiach) YeshudJesus asked His disciples
(talmidim) in Matthew (Mattityahu) 16:13-17 as it is written:

"WhenJesuscame into the coasts of Caesarea Philippi,dsked his disciples
saying Whom do men say that | the Son of man am2&nd they said, Some say
that thou art John[Yochanan] the Baptistimmerser]: some, Elijah[Eliyahu];
and others, JeremialfYermiyahu], or one of the prophets. He saith unto them,
But whom say ye that | am? And Sim¢8himon] Peter[Kefa] answered and
said, Thou art the Christ [Mashiach], the Son of the Living God And Jesus
answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Sinj§himon] Bar-jona: for
flesh and bloodnatural human reasoning and understandingjhath not
