CHAPTER 12

How Can | Receive the Messiah
Into My Heart and Life?

The G-d of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob created ybaue goersonal relationship
with Himself and teenjoy His abundant life! In Proverbs 16:4 [it is writtenthe Jewish
Bible] "The Lord has made all things for His purpgblis own pleasure].” In Psalm
16:11 it is written, "...At Thy right hand theresgnleasures for evermore.”

Sin (the transgression breaking of G-d's law)separates you from a personal
relationship with G-d and His abundant lifn also causes spiritual death! In Isaiah
59:2a it is written, "But your iniquities [your Shhaveseparated betweeryou andyour
G-d." Man was created to have fellowship with Gxdt stubbornly chose to go his own
independent way. Thielfwill (expressed by eithartive rebellion or passive
indifference toward G-d) is what the Bible calls "sin." Sin aggtes you from G-d and
causes spiritual death, guilt, lack of peace, faign, etc. In EzekieMechezekel) 18:4 it
is written, "...thesoul that sinneth, it shadie [spiritual death]." In First Kings
(Melachim) 8:46 it is written, "...for there 180 man thasinneth not."

You cannot remove sin by yoawn human efforts. In Isaiah 64:5 it is written, "...all
our righteousnesses [our self-righteousness] afdgtagrags...." In Proverbs 14:12 it is
written, "There is a way whickeemeth right unto a man, but trend thereof are the ways
of death [spiritual separation from G-d]." Man's plan is toemove hisown sin by hisown
self-righteousness (i.e., to outweigh hivad deeds by his"good" deeds, such as religious
"works," human philosophies, etc.). Man'self-righteousness is a filthy garment” in the
sight of aholy G-d.

Sincan be removed bfaith (emunah, believing what G-d says). Righteousness
(right standing with G-d) comes by faith. In GeseBereishit) 15:6 it is written, "And
he [Abrahampelieved [had faith] in the L-rd; and He counted it [Abrahia faith] to him
for righteousness.” Faith must be placed in the blood atonement. Atonement means a
"covering" for sin. In Leviticus\ayikra) 17:11 it is written, "...for it is thblood that
maketh aratonement [covering] for thesoul."

G-d has provided the blood of atonement today tjinaperfect sacrifice: the One
who is known as the Messiah. Messiah means "ariotee. In Isaiah 53:5 it is written,
"But He was wounded for our transgressions [rebellioHdg]ywas bruised for our



iniquities [moral evils]: the chastisement [punigmt] of our peace [welfare] was upon
Him; and withHis stripes [woundshlood] we were healedsfoned for]." In Abel we see
atonement for anan as it is written in Genesi8¢reishit) 4:4, "And Abel, he also
brought of the firstlings of his flock...." Durirfgassover, we saw an atonement for a
family as it is written in Exodusshemot] 12:13, "...when | see tH#ood, | will pass over
you...." DuringYom Kippur, we see atonement fomation, as it is written in Leviticus
16:30a, "For orhat day shall the priest makan atonement for you." The Messiah brings
atonement foall who believe, as it is written in Isaiah 53:6. "But the Lordshaaused the
iniquity [the sins] of usll tofall [to focus] onHim."

How can you know the Messiafeshua? You mustsk the Messiatyeshuainto
your heart and life in order to have the blood of atonement, to haperaonal
relationship with G-d, and to enjoy His abundafe (the Messiah will not force His way
into your life; Hedesires to beinvited). In Joel 3:5 it is written, "...whosoever shall
on thename of theLord shall be deliveredsaved]...."

If you are desiring to ask the Messiéshua into your heart and life, you may do so
by following these simple steps.

1. Pray to G-d in your own words (prayer is justtalking to G-d).

2. Confess that you have sinned against G-d and thaby are truly sorry for it.

3. Ask the MessiahYeshua into your heart and life to cleanse you with His
blood of atonement.

4. Thank Him by faith for doing this!

The following is a sample prayer which you mighayor

"Dear G-d, | confess that | have greatly sinned agast You and I'm sorry for it.
MessiahYeshua, please come into my heart and life and cleanse math Your blood
of atonement. Thank You for doing thisaccording to Your Word."

If you have prayed this prayer and mean it, G-dgramised you many wonderful
things, including the following:

1. Your sins areatoned for (covered, forgiven)(Isaiah 53:6.)

2. You receiverighteousness (right-standing with G-d) by faith (Genesis 15:6;
Habakkuk 2:4).

3. You enter into apersonal relationship with G-d and you become &hild of G-d
(Jeremiah 31:32).

4. You receiveeternal life (Joel 3:5; Daniel 12:2).

5. G-d's Holy Spirit (Ruach HaKodesh) entersyour life! (Ezekiel 11:19; Zechariah
12:10)
